The AGD was dissolved pursuant to 

the Laws of Ecuador on December 31, 2009. The Republic of Ecuador, through its General 

Procurator and pursuant to the relevant Laws of Ecuador, has assumed the right and power formerly 

held by the AGD to pursue this lawsuit against Defendants. 

Accordingly, pursuant to Florida Rule of Civil Procedure 1.260(c), the undersigned hereby 

respectfully moves for an order substituting the Republic of Ecuador as the Plaintiff herein. 1

' Undersigned counsel have kept counsel for Defendants informed of the fact that they have been in the process of 
determining the identity of the successor plaintiff. Following all of the necessary governmental processes required 
when a governmental agency is dissolved, the decision regarding the AGD's successor for purposes of this lawsuit 
was made in Ecuador and undersigned counsel was informed of that decision today, March 18, 2010. Defendants, 
despite being informed that undersigned counsel was in the process of determining the proper successor to the AGD 
for purposes of this litigation, on March 10, 2010, nevertheless filed their own Motion for Substitution or Joinder 
("Motion"). Counsel for Defendants have represented that they will withdraw their Motion once they receive the 
instant motion for substitution.
